I have said this before but when Richard made the forum thread there were people who 
disagreed with it till the moment you joined the discussion yourself and added value to 
anything he wrote. You are a great magician and we've never doubted that but when such 
things happen it should be an obvious tell of something being wrong. That is at least how we 
see it but to each their own I suppose. 
 
We judge everyone equally and don't make any difference between professionals and 
amateurs which is exactly what makes our community what it is. It is also what people don't 
like at other communities where so called professionals think they are better and have more 
rights than anyone else.

Why would it be just the professional world and why 
wouldn't it be everyone who practices the art instead? A true democracy rather than one in 
which only the elites have a voice. This also creates a much more honest and transparent 
community.

It happened with governments and Wikileaks and it happened with you and our 
forums. 
 
Also I'd like to add that the term 'professional' doesn't mean a whole lot. By going with your 
description or the dictionary's descriptions I'm as much a professional as you are and still 
you would continuously repeat that I'm an amateur. Wouldn't you agree that it's much more 
professional and adult to actually treat everyone equally rather than to put yourself in a 
higher rank than others?
